AI roleplay chatbots
We have seen an increasing number of pupils in school communicating with AI chatbots. This may seem harmless, but some children are engaging with chatbots aimed at adults, risking exposure to inappropriate content. To keep our children safe, it is vital that we stay informed about the risks this technology can pose. We have included a leaflet with more information on the risks, and tips about how to manage these risks and safeguard your children.











Understanding the Risks of AI for Children
Artificial Intelligence (AI) is becoming part of everyday life, from voice assistants to chatbots. While these tools can be helpful, they also present risks for children if used without guidance.

Why is AI a concern?
· Exposure to inappropriate content: AI chatbots can generate responses that are not suitable for children.
· Privacy risks: Children may share personal information without realizing the consequences.
· Misinformation: AI tools can provide inaccurate or misleading answers, which children may believe.





	
	

Bullying

This term anti bullying week took place from the 10th to the 14th of November. 

In school, pupils took part in a range of lessons and activities to help educate them about what bullying is and its effects. Pupils learnt about the different roles in that can form part of bullying. Pupils also learnt about what they can do if they feel they are being bullied. 

It is important that we all understand what bullying is so we can address it together should it occur. Bullying is defined as “The repetitive, intentional hurting of one person or group by another person or group, where the relationship involves an imbalance of power. Bullying can be physical, verbal or psychological. It can happen face-to-face or online” (Anti bullying alliance, 2025)

At Nelson, we taking bullying very seriously and will not tolerate bullying of any kind. If you have any concerns, please contact us either directly on the gate or door or via the school office so that we can offer the right support and deal with and issues swiftly.
Age Restrictions generative AI platforms, such as ChatGPT, have a minimum age requirement of 13 years. Chatbots also have age restrictions. This is to ensure users have the maturity to understand and use these tools responsibly. Children under this age should not be using AI chatbots without adult supervision.

What can parents do?
· Talk to your child about what AI is and why it needs to be used safely.
· Monitor their online activity and set clear boundaries.
· Encourage them to ask you if they are unsure about something they see online.
Remember: Technology can be powerful, but safeguarding our children means guiding them to use it wisely.
